READY�FOR�MISSION?�
��Jesus�called�the�twelve�and�began�to�SEND�them�
out�two�by�two.�
��He�gave�them�authority�over�the�unclean�spirits�
��He�ordered�them�to�take�NOTHING�for�the�journey�
except�a�staff,�a�pair�of�sandals�and�one�tunic.�
������This�does�not� look� like�a�good�preparation� for�a�
journey� that� could� last� a� whole� lifetime.� Ordinarily�
you�prepare�for�a�trip�and�try�to�figure�out�what�you�
will�need� in� the�other�place;� Jesus� instead� is� telling�
them� not� to� trust� in� themselves� but� only� in� his�
authority�and�his�spirit.��
�������When� we� prepare� for� a� mission� ordinarily� you�
gather�all�your�experience,�all�your�resources�and�all�
your� knowledge.� � Not� so� for� the� mission� of� God;�
